Beyond any fence or white stakes bounding the course. 

 
GROUND UNDER REPAIR 

In any areas marked G.U.R. the player may take relief as provided in 
Rule 25- 1 without penalty. (All open drain lines are deemed G.U.R.) 

 
IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS 

Staked or wired trees, fixed sprinkler heads, signs and benches, 
irrigation control boxes, drain covers, internal roadways, 

footpaths, buggy paths, walls and/or buildings are deemed 
immovable obstructions and relief may be obtained under 

Rule 24-2 without penalty. 

STONES 
Stones found in the bunkers may be removed without penalty.  

 
LAKES 

In the interest of safety, players are prohibited to walk on lake liners to 
retrieve golf balls. This is to eliminate damage to the liners from spikes, 
thus reducing leakage from the lakes. Golfers who consistently ignore 

this notice will be cautioned as to their behaviour.    
 

DESIGNATED DROP ZONES 
Drop zones on holes 8 and 12 of The International may be used or the 

ball shall be played in accordance with Rule 26-1.
